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Africa is “the continent of children” and half of all Africans are under 16 (based on 
United Nation’s figures).  In addition: 

·  Africa remains the poorest continent in the world.  34 of the 42 poorest 
countries in the world are African.   

·  Africa is rapidly urbanizing.  42% of Africans now live in cities, and 
numbers are still growing (UN). 

·  Street babies are now into their third generation – all contact with family, 
village, and tribe has gone. 
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Street children in Africa are the result of high levels of poverty and urbanisation. 
They represent the face of vulnerable youth in the continent today. They live in 
desperate poverty, without access to any of their human needs and rights.  They 
rely on themselves and their peers for survival, and are vulnerable to abuse and 
exploitation.  There are very few agencies that offer help, on the street, to street 
children in Africa.   
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We have up-to-date figures1 from CAS, our partner working in Accra, the capital 
of Ghana.  A ‘headcount’ of street children and young mothers in the different 
parts of the city has categorised the numbers as follows: 
 
·  21,140 street children   
·  6,000 street babies 
·  7,170 street ‘mothers’ under the age of 20 
·  14,050 urban poor children (most likely at high risk of coming to the street).  

                                                 
1 Counting is always difficult due to the migratory nature of street children and how one defines a 
street child.   
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Kunda, like many children in Zambia, is a maternal 
orphan. After his mother passed away he started 
staying with his great aunt and her husband in Nkwazi 
Compound of Ndola, because no one knew where his 
father was. There was no guidance or care for young 
Kunda at home and his basic needs were not being 
met. The little money his relatives got was spent on 
alcohol. Under these circumstances Kunda felt he had 
no choice but to go to the streets. On the streets he 
experienced many difficult situations and began to 
learn the dangerous habits of street life, like sniffing or 

inhaling harmful insolvents to numb his pains of hunger and his hard existence. 
 
Fortunately for Kunda, he was befriended by street workers who work for our 
partner, Rainbow Street Children Services and he was admitted into Rainbow’s 
Nazareth Residential Night Shelter on 9th August 2004 at the age of 12. At N.N.S 
he was accepted as a person and though he sneaked back into town on a 
number of occasions, he was welcomed every time he came back. After some 
time through counselling and mentorship he started settling down. 
 
He was put in Government school at Kalewa Basic School in grade 1.  But after 
five months he stopped school and ran back to the streets. We continued working 
with him on the street till he wanted to come back to the residential care. He was 
readmitted at N.N.S and on 6th September 2005 he was transferred to 
Umukolamfula Children’s Centre (U.C.C). 
 
Contact with another aunt, Rebecca, was established. She started visiting the 
child at the shelter and Kunda started visiting her over the weekends. This, 
coupled with continued counselling and education, changed Kunda from a low 
self-esteemed boy to one with a positive self-image.  He finally wanted to join his 
aunt Rebecca and on 2nd January 2007 he was reunified with her in Mushili 
Township, within Ndola. She enrolled him in school and he is currently doing 
grade 3.  Since January Rainbow has made a number of visits to assess how he 
is settling at home. He is very happy to stay there. 
 
Almost three years ago no one could have predicted that Kunda would go home 
and start school all over again.   We are very grateful for the support we receive 
from Street Child Africa (SCA).  It enables us to reach out many of such children 
and to heal their lives. 
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My name is Rose and I live in a 
shanty in Lusaka. I am the head of 
my household which includes my 
brother Mulenga, my sister Felicity 
and my sick grandfather.   
�
�I wake up at 6am, fetch water then 
return to bath my brother and 
sister.  When I have money for 
school fees, I take my sister to 
school then walk with my young 
brother into town which takes 
about 40 minutes.   In town I head 
straight for the market to jostle with 
other customers to buy fish, spend 
the afternoon drying it in the hot 
sun and doing household chores: 
washing clothes, cooking and 
sweeping.  Washing is the easiest 
task because we only have one set 
of clothes each, so there is never 
much to do.  In the evening I 
prepare the only meal that we eat 
each day. �
      

When darkness falls I put my brother and sister to bed and go out onto the street 
into taverns and bars to sell fish.  At this time my biggest fear is worrying about 
the safety of my brother and sister when I am out at night selling.  The shanty is a 
dangerous place. 
 
They call me a street child as I spend most of my time on the street to make 
money. We have a roof over our heads now but the place is rented and I can’t 
afford to pay it since my parents died.  I am now 4 months behind on payments 
and I fear it won’t be long before we are kicked out. Then I will also be sleeping 
on the streets with my brother and sister.

The charity grew out of innovative work with street children developed by its 
founder, Patrick Shanahan.  A support group of volunteers was established in 
Thames Ditton, Surrey in 1994 and registered as a charity in 1998.  Street Child 
Africa has been growing very rapidly, doubling income each year in the early 
years and reaching its first £1,000,000 in 2007.  
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·  Street Child Africa is the leading UK registered charity devoted entirely to 
street children across Africa and now works with 9 local partners in 7 
countries.  

·  Street work is central to all our partners work and brings trained street 
workers into direct contact with the children on the streets, offering them 
friendship, guidance and protection. This work is unique in most of the 
cities in which our partners operate. 

·  In addition, our partners offer:
