Six research assistants were recruited over the course of the project and worked in various
research communities. Although assistants worked initially as translators and guides, they
gradually built their own relationships with research participants and stakeholders, making
their own observations and keeping their own field diaries. Research assistants were also
involved in developing plans for research feedback including a number of initiatives which
are designed to further build their skills and utilise these to facilitate learning about the
research methods and findings by others.
