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Masese is a village on the shore of Lake Victoria in Uganda.
Many people have moved there from other parts of Uganda
because of climate change and conflict.

The village has a lot of children whose parents have died, or
children who have a sick parent. Children living in these
conditions, who still have a home, but don’t have an adult to
look after them, are called Child Headed Households.

These children are at risk of becoming street children because
they don’'t have the money for rent, water, food, and need to go
to the streets to earn money. Street Child Africa is supporting
50 children in nine child headed households so that they do not
become street children.

Is 12 years old and lives with his three
brothers in Masese. His mother is dead and
he does not know where his father is.

Without the support of Street Child Africa,
Emmanuel and his brothers would be

homeless and on the streets.
